Types of Baptism

There are two types of baptism.
Imfant Baptism and Believers
Baptism.

Symbuolises that sin has been washed from
the body.

Infant Baptism Believers Baptism

During a believer's baptism

themselves

the community celebrate.

behalf of the dhild

Godparents are given a lighted candle
The baby may be dressed in white
